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Score a 12 X 12 piece of cardstock per diagram (equally into thirds. Score lines should be at 4” and 8” in both directions. Fold along score lines, then unfold and lay flat. 

Note: Some individuals prefer to stamp/embellish the cardstock prior to scoring and/or folding. Please use the method you prefer! 
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Score the cardstock one more timer in the outer corners. The score lines in the outer corners will look like the letter “X”.  Next, CUT the OUTER corner off and set aside. (The cardstock then is octagon shaped). Then, fold along the diagonal score line in each outer corner and fold INWARD. Cut coordinating piece of cardstock 6 1/8” X 6 1/8”. Score around all sides at 1”. Fold, unfold and lay flat. Cut along vertical score lines on all four corners. Fold and glue at each corner to form the box lid. 
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
