Kaleidacolor Burst
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Add a burst of color to any paper project with a few simple supplies!! 
Materials:

Kaleidacolor Ink Pad (available in many color combinations)
White Glossy Card Stock (uncoated cardstock works well too, however the colors will not be as vibrant) 
Foam Brayer 

Black Ink Pad 

Stamps of your choice 

Begin by inking the foam brayer on the Kaleidacolor pad. Then, place one end of the brayer against the paper at the center and the other end of the brayer at the corner. Then, begin brayering around the cardstock in a circular pattern. I found it easiest to visually divide the cardstock into “quarters”. Then, brayer one “quarter” until I had the coverage I desired, then re-inking and brayering onto the next quarter section. So, in other words, you’re simply brayering around the cardstock in a circle!
When the coverage you desire is achieved, allow the cardstock to fully dry. Then, ink a large image in black ink and stamp directly onto the brayered stock. 

*Note: This is a technique that has existed for quite some time and I’m not the original “inventor”. In fact, I believe the technique actually has a different name but I don’t know what it is. To me, the term “Kaleidacolor Burst” sounded like a pretty good name, so I hope you enjoy my interpretation of it!!
