Party Favor Basket
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One (1) 6” X 6” piece of cardstock (for main body of basket) 

One (1) 1 ½” X 8 ½” piece of cardstock (for handle) 

Score cardstock at 2” and 4” 

Turn stock 90 degrees, and score at 2” and 4” 

Your cardstock will now be divided into 9 squares measuring   2” X 2” 
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On one side of the cardstock, cut both of the scored lines to the intersection of the scored line above it. Turn the cardstock 180 degrees and repeat on the opposite side. Fold all scored lines; then unfold and flatten to ensure for easy folding when performing the next steps.
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Next, on one edge of the cardstock, take the outer square on both the left and right side and bring them to an angled point on top of the center square. This step helps to form the sides of the basket. Attach with an adhesive of your choice. 
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Turn the cardstock to the opposite edge and repeat. You should now have a basket with angled sides
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Next, attach the handle to the inside of the basket on the inside of the basket front and inside of the basket’s back. Add any embellishments. 
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Don’t miss the finished project on the next page!!!!!!!!!!!

Note: Make a large or medium size favor basket by increasing the 
cardstock to 9” X 9” or 12” X 12”. (divide the cardstock into 9 equal squares). 
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(Photo shown is a LARGE size basket, made from 12” X 12” cardstock).
